1. Pre-registrations must take place and be completed by the deadline indicated by each University/AFAM Institution/other Institution.
1. [bookmark: _Hlk231464761]Pre-registrations must be mandatorily made online on the UNIVERSITALY portal (www.universitaly.it), completing the "pre-registration application" that must be validated by the University.
1. Universities/AFAM Institutions evaluate the applications by requesting any useful information and/or documents. In any case, it is necessary to present a Declaration of Value or CIMEA comparability Certificate. Information on the documentation necessary for the presentation of the declaration of value is available at this link: Recognition of foreign qualifications and Declaration of value – Ambasciata d'Italia Beirut (esteri.it) . In case you need a declaration of value from this Embassy, it is suggested to start the process as soon as possible. 

Pre-registration on the Universitaly portal is NOT necessary for:
· Post-diploma technical specialization courses organized by the Higher Technical Institutes (ITS)
· Pre-enrolment for university or post-university level courses at Pontifical Universities and accredited universities not accredited by the Ministry of University and Research (MUR).

DOCUMENTATION FOR THE ISSUANCE OF A STUDY VISA FOR THE UNIVERSITY ENROLLMENT OF NON-EU FOREIGN STUDENTS. A.A. 2026/2027

All Visa applications of persons resident in Lebanon and Syria must be submitted exclusively at TLS Contact: (Martyr's Square, ground floor, Beirut).

· The cost of the visa (Euro 50 in US dollars) will be paid directly to TLSContact upon submission. 
· Visa applications must be submitted in the country of residence.
· In case of refusal, it will NOT be possible to submit a second application for the same academic year.
· It will NOT be possible to return the documentation presented, therefore, with the exception of bank documentation, it is recommended NOT to present original documentation.
· Please, present your study visa application at least 1 month before the expected travel date. 

The decision on issuing a visa for study purposes is the exclusive responsibility of this Embassy. Acceptance of the pre-enrolment application by a university does NOT automatically imply the issuance of a visa.

VISA FOR ENTRANCE/ADMISSION EXAMS 

· If you have an in-person language or admission exam scheduled before obtaining your final diploma, or at a time that does not allow you to complete the regular pre-enrollment process, you may apply for a short-stay Schengen study visa (type C) free of charge. If you pass the exam, you will then need to apply for a long-term study/enrollment visa (type D).

· If the admission exam takes place after obtaining your final diploma and at a time that allows you to complete the regular pre-enrollment process, you must apply directly for a long-term study/enrollment visa (type D).

For enrollment in Bachelor's and Master's degree courses, single courses, courses of AFAM institutions, courses of high schools of linguistic mediation, courses provided by institutes of specialization in psychotherapy, visa applications must be submitted no later than November 30, 2026.

Students interested in obtaining a study visa for university enrollment at public and private university institutions and AFAM institutes must prepare the following documentation (also available here).

1) National type D visa application form, signed, downloadable here from the TLSContact website. 

2) Passport: valid at least until 30 November 2027 and 2 photocopies of the same (in colour) + photocopy of any Schengen visas issued in the last 5 years + relevant exit/entry stamps.

3) Two photographs: passport size, recent (maximum three months).

4) Document certifying the validation of the pre-registration on Universitaly by the University. Visa applications will NOT be accepted from students admitted conditionally (except in the case in which they have to take an admission or language test).


5) Proof of economic means: The student must demonstrate the availability in Italy of an amount not lower than EUR 10,179.85 (minimum required guarantee). The availability of such financial means must derive from lawful and traceable sources and should preferably be personal or, alternatively, provided by family members (relatives up to the 4th degree: parents, grandparents, siblings, uncles/aunts, and cousins). 
Proof of financial means must be provided through:
a) A recent (“fresh”) bank statement in euros or US dollars, preferably in the student’s name or in the name of a relative up to the 4th degree, accessible in Italy, showing transactions for at least the last three months; and/or

b) Current bank account statement of an Italian citizen or foreigner regularly resident in Italy (NOT a student), with movements relating to at least the last 3 months, and/or

c) An explicit certification confirming the award of a scholarship granted by reputable Italian Institutions and Organizations, including Universities, Governments, or reliable foreign Institutions or Organizations.

It is also ALWAYS necessary to include also:

d) Documentation relating to the employment or professional activity carried out by the parents, (employment certificate, pay slip and/or company circular and registration certificate), together with bank statements (where available);
e) Documentation relating to the employment or professional activity carried out by the sponsoring family member up to the 4th degree (where applicable);
f) A notarized declaration of “taking in charge” issued by the parents or by the sponsoring family member up to the 4th degree, together with a copy of the sponsor’s ID;
g) in case your sponsor is an Italian citizen or foreigner regularly resident in Italy (NOT a student) his family extract, his income declaration or salary certificate and salary slips of the past three months and rent agreement or property ownership;

The presentation of cash is NOT permitted. Real estate, land, cars, etc. will NOT be taken into consideration, therefore you are advised not to present the relevant certification.

Based on the documentation presented, this Embassy reserves the right to evaluate the overall economic situation of the family and/or guarantor in Italy, which must be adequate to ensure with certainty and on a monthly basis the sum necessary for the student support in Italy.

6) Document certifying knowledge of the language of the study course:
a) For courses held in Italian: knowledge of the language at level B2 is required, through:
· Language test held by the Italian University 
· Italian degree or diploma from an Italian school;
· Italian language diploma issued by the Lebanese University CLT;
· B2 Certificate (CILS, CELI, PLIDA, ROMA3) issued by the University for Foreigners of Perugia, the University for Foreigners of Siena, the University of Roma Tre, the “Dante Alighieri” Society or the “Dante Alighieri” University of Reggio Calabria;
b) For courses held in English: a B2 level of English proficiency is required in all four skills (listening, reading, speaking, and writing), demonstrated through:
· Language test held by the Italian University 
· An internationally recognized official certification (IELTS, TOEFL, Cambridge) with a minimum B2 level, OR a previous degree/diploma taught in English.

7) [bookmark: _Hlk231464722]Documentation relating to previous studies: (For Batchelor Degree a copy of high school diploma accompanied by either Declaration of Value or CIMEA certificate, For Master’s Degree, Bachelor and/or master's degree Certificate accompanied by Declaration of Value or CIMEA. Also official transcripts with detailed program of the courses including the exams passed must be presented).

8) Curriculum Vitae (CV) and cover letter

9) Health insurance for medical care and hospital admissions: valid for at least 3 months from the day of arrival in Italy, minimum coverage 30,000 euros. The student will then be responsible for taking out an annual health insurance policy in Italy, to be presented to the competent authorities when requesting a residence permit for study.

10) Flight ticket (including the return ticket)

11) Availability of suitable accommodation in the Italian territory: hotel reservation for a minimum of 15 days, or rental contract, or letter of hospitality according to the model adopted by the Visa Office. The Visa Office reserve the rights to verify the validity of the hotel reservation. 

12) Family registry extract: copy and original with simple translation into Italian/English/French (legalization not necessary), recent (maximum six months). If the sponsor is a relative up to the 4th degree, it will also be necessary to provide a family registry extract proving the family relationship with the applicant student.



13) IN THE CASE OF A MINOR STUDENT: travel authorization from the legal guardians and entrustment to a guardian in Italy, completed by the notary and duly translated into Italian.

N.B.: The Visa Office of the Italian Embassy reserves the right to request any other document considered necessary and/or to ask for an interview in person or by telephone.
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
